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Experience the magic of crimp cloth! Any fiber can be used for crimp cloth when orlon or
polyester is used in the weft for weft crimp, or in the warp for warp crimp. Learn the
technique/thought process through sampling in class. See why crimp cloth is a great stash-
buster. Go home with your head filled with ideas to make easy-to-sew garments that flatter
any figure. Only 6 seams and you have a vest. Shawls and scarves won’t fall off your shoulders
and can be expanded to cover chilly arms when needed. If you can warp a loom and read a
draft you can learn to weave crimp. (Above left: student sample.)
